Michele Hendricks, née dans d'un pére virtuose du "scat” et du style "vocalise” qui la mit sur scéne encore enfant,
compte parmi les seules artistes habilités a signer cet hommage. En premier lieu parce qu'elle connait en
profondeur tous les secrets du chant de jazz pour |'avoir beaucoup pratiqueé, aux cotes de quelques musiciens de
premier plan, de Stan Getz et Art Blakey a Herbie Hancock et a divers groupes dirigés par Jon Hendricks, son pere.
En second lieu parce qu'a certains égards elle est une des seules héritieres d'Ella Fitzgerald, dans la diversité de
ses talents.

Above all, rejoice that this CD finally sees the light of day, having spent several years in an unexplainable
purgatory. As such, it is all the more rich and precious, having become a double tribute-to Ella, of course; but
equally, as emphasized by Michele, to the great Tommy Flanagan, who disappeared in 2001 and who was the
most faithful and last regular collaborator with the irresistable «First Lady».

Michele Hendricks, born into the art from a father who is a virtuoso in «scat» and «vocalese», and who put her
onstage when she was still a child, is counted among the very few artists able to sign this tribute. Firstly, because
she knows intimately all the secrets of jazz singing, having practiced it her whole life in the company of some of
the top jazz musicians in the world. From Stan Getz and Art Blakey to Benny Golson, Benny Carter and Herbie
Hancock, to name just a few, and various vocal groups led by her father, Jon Hendricks. Secondly, because from a
certain point of view, she is one of the only heiresses to Ella Fitzgerald, in the diversity of her talents.

Michele left the group to pursue a solo
career and sings in the USA, in Europe and in Japan.
